How Have We Broken Faith?

Malachi 2:10-16 (ESV) ®"Have we not all one Fathere Has not one God created us2 Why
then are we faithless to one another, profaning the covenant of our fatherse '"Judah
has been faithless, and abomination has been committed in Israel and in Jerusalem. For
Judah has profaned the sanctuary of the Lord, which he loves, and has married the
daughter of a foreign god. 'May the Lord cut off from the tents of Jacob, any
descendant of the man who does this, who brings an offering to the Lord of hosts!
BANd this second thing you do. You cover the Lord’s altar with tears, with weeping and
groaning because he no longer regards the offering or accepts it with favor from your
hand. But you say, “Why does he note” Because the Lord was witness between you
and the wife of your youth, to whom you have been faithless, though she is your
companion and your wife by covenant. °Did he not make them one, with a portion of
the Spirit in their union? And what was the one God seeking? Godly offspring. So guard
yourselves in your spirit, and let none of you be faithless to the wife of your youth. '¢“For
the man who hates and divorces, says the Lord, the God of Israel, covers his garment
with violence, says the Lord of hosts. So guard yourselves in your spirit, and do not be
faithless.”

HOW TO BE FAITHFUL IN ALL OUR RELATIONSHIPS:

1. as members of God’s family.

Ephesians 2:18-19 (NLT) Now all of us can come to the Father through the same Holy
Spirit because of what Christ has done for us. SO now ...You are members of God'’s
family.

Colossians 3:12-14 (NLT) Since God chose you to be the holy people he loves, you must
clothe yourselves... with love, which binds us all together in perfect harmony.

2. in deciding who to marry.

2 Corinthians 6:14 (ESV) Do not be unequally yoked with unbelievers. For what
partnership has righteousness with lawlessnesse Or what fellowship has light with
darknesse



3. because God made you one.

Malachi 2:16 (AMP) For the Lord, the God of Israel, says: | hate divorce and marital
separation and him who covers his garment [his wife] with violence. Therefore keep a
watch upon your spirit [that it may be controlled by My Spirit], that you deal not
treacherously and faithlessly [with your marriage mate].
