HOW TO “BE” IN VIEW OF RESURRECTION'S FULFILLMENT AT CHRIST'S RETURN:

1. in believing the transformation of the resurrection.

1 Thessalonians 4:14-17 (ESV) For since we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so, through Jesus, God will bring with him
those who have fallen asleep. For this we declare to you by a word from the Lord, that we who are alive, who are left until the
coming of the Lord, will not precede those who have fallen asleep. For the Lord himself will descend from heaven with a cry of
command, with the voice of an archangel, and with the sound of the trumpet of God. And the dead in Christ will rise first. Then we
who are alive, who are left, will be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air, and so we will always
be with the Lord.

2. in proclaiming the triumph of the resurrection.

Romans 7:24-25 (NIV) What a wretched man | am! Who will rescue me from this body that is subject to death? Thanks be to God,
who delivers me through Jesus Christ our Lord!

Romans 8:31-37 (NET)... Who will separate us from the love of Christ2 Will trouble, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or
nakedness, or danger, or sword? ... No, in all these things we have complete victory through him who loved us!

Acts 4:2 (NIV) ...the apostles were teaching the people, proclaiming in Jesus the resurrection of the dead.

3. knowing the thanksgiving of the resurrection.

Galatians 6:9 (NIV) Let us not become weary in doing good, for at the proper time we will reap a harvest if we do not give up.

Matthew 6:19-21 (ESV) “Do not lay up for yourselves tfreasures on earth, where moth and rust destroy and where thieves break in
and steal, but lay up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust destroys and where thieves do not break in
and steal. For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.

2 Timothy 4:7-8 (ESV) | have fought the good fight, | have finished the race, | have kept the faith. Henceforth there is laid up for me
the crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous judge, will award to me on that Day, and not only to me but also to all
who have loved his appearing.
