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Galatians 4:4-7 4When the fullness of time had come, God sent forth his Son, born of woman, born under 
the law, 5to redeem those who were under the law, so that we might receive adoption as sons. 6And 
because you are sons, God has sent the Spirit of his Son into our hearts, crying, “Abba! Father!” 7So you are 
no longer a slave, but a son, and if a son, then an heir through God. 

Romans 12:4-6 4For as in one body we have many members, and the members do not all have the same 
function, 5so we, though many, are one body in Christ, and individually members one of another. 6Having 
gifts that differ according to the grace given to us, let us use them. 

Deuteronomy 10:18 God executes justice for the fatherless and the widow, and loves the sojourner, giving 
him food and clothing. 

Psalm 68:5 Father of the fatherless and protector of widows is God in his holy habitation. 

Psalm 82:3 Give justice to the weak and the fatherless; maintain the right of the afflicted and the destitute. 

Isaiah 1:16-17 …cease to do evil, learn to do good; seek justice, correct oppression; bring justice to the 
fatherless, plead the widow's cause. 

James 1:27 Religion that is pure and undefiled before God, the Father, is this: to visit orphans and widows in 
their affliction, and to keep oneself unstained from the world. 

Matthew 1:23 “…the virgin shall conceive and bear a son, and they shall call his name Immanuel” (which 
means, God with us). 

1 John 2:1-2 …we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous. He is the propitiation for our 
sins… 



1 Timothy 2:5-6 …there is one God, and there is one mediator between God and men, the man Christ 
Jesus, who gave himself as a ransom for all… 

Matthew 10:39 Whoever finds his life will lose it, and whoever loses his life for my sake will find it. 

2 Corinthians 8:9 …you know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though he was rich, yet for your sake 
he became poor, so that you by his poverty might become rich.
