Psalm 103:19-22 (ESV) The Lord has established his throne in the heavens, and his kingdom rules over all.  
Bless the Lord, O you his angels, you mighty ones who do his word, obeying the voice of his word! Bless 
the Lord, all his hosts, his ministers, who do his will! Bless the Lord, all his works, in all places of his 
dominion. Bless the Lord, O my soul!  

Psalm 123:1-2 (ESV) A Song of Ascents. To you I lift up my eyes, O you who are enthroned in the 
heavens! Behold, as the eyes of servants look to the hand of their master, as the eyes of a maidservant 
to the hand of her mistress, so our eyes look to the Lord our God, till he has mercy upon us. 

3.  Revere the character of His ______________________.
